Machine washing

The patterns are made by color re-
moval. You can wash with like colors
in a machine. A laundry bag will pro-
tect your delicate handkerchief.

Particularly harsh washing at high
temperatures or harsh detergents
may cause the brightness to fade.
The same goes for washing in hard
water. A gentler treatment, such as
hand-washing, will prolong the bright-
ness and life of the fabric.
