Washing instructions for “Marine Finery”

Materials used

Fabric: 100% hand-dyed organic cotton.
Print: permanent and non-toxic decolorant.

Care instructions

. Machine wash in cold water using the deli-
cates setting. Consider hand washing, when
possible, to be gentle on the print.

. Medium iron. For best results, iron when
slightly damp.

. Instructions are always available on the shop's
website.

Machine washing

The fabric is hand-dyed with non-tox-
ic dyes that form a permanent molec-
ular bond. The patterns are made by
color removal. You can wash with like
colors in a machine.A laundry bag will
protect your delicate handkerchief.

Although the dye is permanent ac-
cording to the manufacturer; particu-
larly harsh washing at high tempera-
tures or harsh detergents may cause
fading. The same goes for washing in
hard water. A gentler treatment, such
as hand-washing, will prolong the
brightness and life of the print.
